-Now open to public 5 days instead of 4 days, Open Tuesday-
Saturday, March 2-6.

-We will no longer issue new consignor numbers by phone. It
is now mandatory for new consignors and 1st time parents/
grandparents to register from our website.

-All new and previous consignors must preregister and
choose a drop off time. See "Consignor Information" for 
details. 

-Extended drop off days and times. See calendar.

-Tagging templates for consignors are available from our 
website 

_ Check in process—Items will be screened before
being accepted. All clothing items must be sorted by 
size and gender and tagged correctly. You must
make all necessary changes before we accept your
items.

_ Unsold stuffed animals will not be returned. They will 
be donated only! 

_ If you have bulky items such as baby furniture, out-
side toys, etc. You may call to arrange an earlier
drop off for these items only. (optional) 

_ Kidz Klozet now requires all consignors to sign a 
waiver stating they are aware and in compliance 
with the new Consumer Product Safety Commission 
guidelines. Visit www.cpsc.gov for recalls and more
information. Click on Recalls and Product Safety
News for recall list. We will have recall lists available

We will no longer issue new consignor numbers by 
phone. You must register from our website to receive a con-
signor number. We will be issuing only 150 new consignor  
numbers this season.

NNeeww!! All new and previous consignors must pre-register and 
choose a drop off time. Go to www.mykidzklozet.com, choose 
"consignment" then "consignor registration". If you do not have
internet access, just call us and we will register your drop off time
for you.  Drop off will be Thursday - Sunday, Feb 18-21. 

Already a consignor and did not pre-register? Missed your drop 
off time? Makeup will be Monday Feb 22 from 10am-12 noon. Be
prepared for possible long lines. 

Your consignor number is located above your name, after the 
words “Seller ID” on the address panel of this flyer.

Our shoppers know their prices. If you don’t want to take your 
items back home, price them to sell.

Loose items such as shoes and socks, as well as items or toys with more
than one piece should be secured in Ziploc bags with index cards placed
inside of the bag. You can consign no more than 15 pairs of shoes.

We accept sizes newborn to juniors. However, we only accept 10 junior
hanging items per consignor.

Mandatory!
To reduce check in time, have your items sorted by size and gender 
(rubber band or twist tie sizes together) and counted prior to drop-off.

-Clothing (maternity and newborn to Jrs.) 

-Shoes, socks, hats, belts, bibs, and bows

-Dress up clothes and dance wear 

-Toys, books, puzzles, CD’s, cassettes, DVD’s, videos, computer
games, dolls, game boys, and games.

-Outdoor play equipment, slides, swings ,sports equipment, bicy-
cles, riding toys, and wagons

-Cribs, bassinets, toddler beds, rocking chairs, changing tables,
children’s and baby furniture. 

-Strollers, high chairs, swings, pack n plays, potty chairs, gates,
etc.

-Children’s and baby linens and room décor 

-Car seats that have not been recalled or in an accident.

-Maternity accessories, breast pumps & maternity bras.

Due to growth and limited space, we are accepting a maximum of 150
items per consignor!! If you have 100-150 items you may not drop off for 
anyone other than yourself. Someone can drop off for you, but they must
only drop off your items.

We are accepting Spring/Summer items for this sale. Save your  
Fall/Winter items for the Fall Sale. We will accept long pants, long-
sleeved shirts, and sweaters as long as they are lightweight and season
appropriate. We will also accept long jeans.

Only 10 maternity hanging clothes per consignor.
Only 10 junior hanging clothes per consignor.

No stains or tears. 

No adult size shoes accepted.
No more than 15 pairs of shoes per consignor 

We will not accept any recalled items. 

We will not accept car seats that have been in an accident, that are 
recalled, or are past its expiration date. 

ONLY BRING ITEMS YOU WOULD PURCHASE YOURSELF. 

Tagging Instructions 

You may download our tag template at www.mykidzklozet.com or use
a 3 x 5 index card. Cut the template down to 3 x 5 size. Please print 
template on 65 lb. cardstock paper. 

Do not use Post It 3x5 as they stick to other cards at register (room 
for error). Do not use regular paper as it tears too easily and may be
lost. 

Leave at least 2 inches between the safety pin and where the writing
begins so we may tear the tag off during check out.

Items with LARGE RED DOTS next to the price will NOT BE SOLD AT
HALF PRICE on Saturday. Small, other colored dots, and dots in
wrong place could be sold at half off by error.

Price in $0.50 increments (0.50, 1.00, 1.50, etc.)  Put price in the 
bottom right hand corner as well as above the cut line so a price will 
still be present after tearing off the tag. 

All clothing must be on hangers and facing to the left as shown above. 
You may use pant hangers for pants, or as illustrated above.

SAFETY PIN the card to the right hand side of the garment when
looking at the front.  NO STRAIGHT PINS ALLOWED BECAUSE OF 
LIABILTIY ISSUES!! 

When  sizing your items, S,M,L,XL is only acceptable for MATERNITY.
Due to limited space, we will only accept 10 hanging Maternity 
clothes per consignor.

All children’s clothes must have specific sizes 12 month, 2t, 5 etc.
not Small/Med/Large. This slows down our volunteers and is not
guaranteed to be put in correct size.

When video boxes are missing, write title on masking tape and stick
on end for easier shopping. 

Put your seller id# on a piece of masking tape inside all garments
(each piece) so they will not be put in the lost and found if separated 
or tag is lost. (this is optional)
